 News from Your Board  

 
 
Annual Meeting:  
Please mark your calendars now. The annual meeting is scheduled for  March 2nd, 2009 at 6:30 pm. At 
the meeting we will present a long range plan for Bird Key. 
 
BKIA Irrigation Well:  

Over the last few years, the watering cost for our fountain and landscaping has been approximately 
$7,000 per year. Our entire irrigation system was replaced 3 years ago, to no avail. The Board has ap-
proved an irrigation well, costing $11,000, which will pay for itself in 18 months .  
 

Under the law, the well cannot be placed near the office because it is located within 50’ of a sewer line. 
The Iossa’s (129 Seagull Lane) have offered to allow the well to be placed on their property. In ex-
change for their generosity, we will allow the Iossa’s to use the well for their irrigation purposes. A le-
gal easement has been filed.  
 

Budget: 

Our budget has been in the red for 2 years.  We will be sending the 2009 budget and dues billing in a 
month.  We will answer questions at the annual meeting. 

 

BKIA Dues: 
Reminder: In accordance with the newly revitalized documents, annual dues must be paid by January 31, 
2009, or members will be charged with interest and penalties. 
 
 
Deed Restrictions: 
The state approved the revitalization of our deed restriction status on June 12, 2008. With this behind 
us, we are now reviewing the Bylaws . We have looked at our documents and feel some wording changes 
are needed. These will be sent out to all members in November.   

 
Security: 
Due to the increase in thefts on the key, our security issue must be looked at in a more serious manner.  
Our security committee is reviewing the options and we expect to have a complete report with sugges-
tions and costs at the annual meeting. That said, we still maintain that security starts at home. Lock 
your car, doors and pool cages. If you didn’t receive the latest security letter, please call Lori in the 
office. 
 
• Notify the office if you are going to be out of town. Bird Key Security will stop by your house 

and walk the grounds while on shift, if requested.  
Property Issues: 
There are now eight properties which are being maintained (mowing of grass, edging and weeding) by 
the Association.  These are properties that are going through the foreclosure process and have been 
left unattended.
